Greater Cazenovia Area Chamber of Commerce - Winter Farmers’ Market

Rules and Regulations  update - 10/5/2011
The Greater Cazenovia Area Chamber of Commerce Winter Farmers’ Market shall commence at the American Legion Post 88, 26 Chenango St., Cazenovia on the third Saturday of the month, November through April.  Hours of operation shall be from 10:00a.m. - 2:00p.m. 

No booths, stands, or other selling fixtures, materials or equipment shall be erected prior to 9:00a.m on Saturdays.  All vendor equipment and materials shall be removed from the building no later than 3:00pm.  Parking for vendors shall be as far from the main parking lot as weather and space allows to allow for customer parking in the main lot.
Vendors selling fruits; vegetables; honey; maple syrup; eggs; dairy products; plants & flowers; dried flowers; meats; fish; home-canned goods; or baked goods must produce a minimum of 75% of the above mentioned items.  All non-vendor produced items for sale at the Farmers’ Market must be labeled as such and place of origin. 

Vendors selling handmade arts & crafts must produce 100% of their products.
No more than two craft vendors of the same type shall be at the market at the same time.  All crafters will be subject to a review committee to be eligible for the entry into the market.  The committee will consist of three members: the Market Manager, one produce vendor, and one current craft vendor.  

All other items not mentioned in this section are prohibited from sale at the Market. The sale of raffle tickets or distribution of brochures or pamphlets of any type will not be permitted except for non-profit vendors.

Non-Profit organizations wishing to participate must first speak with and get approval from Andy Shephard, Market Manager,315-655-8639. andys123@windstream.net
Vendors are responsible for obtaining and posting Department of Health or other NYS permits, when necessary, for the sale of their products. Copies of permits must be on file with manager.
All vendors must provide a Certificate of Liability Insurance, naming the Greater Cazenovia Area Chamber of Commerce, its Chairman the collective Board of Directors and American Legion- Post 88, as additional insured.

Each vendor will be assigned a designated space to be determined by the Market Manager. The space shall remain the same unless the manager deems it necessary to change. Vendors attending single days will be placed where there is space available.  The vendor must attend all market days unless inclement weather or emergency. The vendor must be in place by 9:00AM unless 24 hour advance notification has been given to the manager. The vendor shall not leave until market closes unless inclement weather or emergency. The rental space will be taken away if these rules are not followed.   All vendor activities must be conducted in an orderly fashion and their space kept orderly, neat and safe. Each vendor must clean and remove all product material, litter, and debris from their area by 3:00PM each market day. 
Resold or brokered products may only be 25% of any vendor’s total volume.  In addition the products must be products that are not sufficiently available at the market.  However, only products produced or made in New York State will be considered for approval, with the exception of stone fruits, i.e. peaches, which may come from neighboring states.  There will be no bananas for example.   The brokered products must maintain a healthy balance within the market to meet our customers’ needs and support the growth and prosperity of the market vendors.  The vendor must list all anticipated resold items on the application.  All items must be clearly marked as to origin at each market day.  This will maintain the integrity of the market and its vendors.  If there is doubt in a resold item the market manager will perform a farm inspection.
The Manager is responsible for enforcing the Farmers’ Market rules and regulations.   The Market Committee reserves the right to change the rules and regulations during the course of the season and notification will be given of such.
