It is time to start gearing up for the Farmers' Market 2011 season.  For some of you who have participated in our first winter market this is a continuation. 

This letter addresses some changes for the Market so please read carefully 
The first major change is the fee schedule.  The price of all options, except weekly fees, has gone up.  It has been five years since there has been any increase.  If there is a problem making payment, the option to split the payment in two can be discussed with me.

Next the requirement for reselling produce items has increased from 60% to 75%.   No more than 25% of a vendor’s items can be items for wholesale.  This is a trend in farmers’ markets that customers want more local produce.  They also want to know where their produce is coming from.
There is a increasing need for a cooperative selling venue.  This would not be at the wholesale level but rather farmers or other vendors selling for neighboring farmers or friends at the market.  If you would like to sell for a farmer who can’t attend the market or if you are a farmer who would like to participate, please contact me.

The insurance requirement will be enforced.  I need a copy of everyone’s insurance document naming the additional insured, Village of Cazenovia and Greater Cazenovia Area Chamber of Commerce.
There will be an informational meeting Thursday April 14, 2011 at 7:00 PM in the Community Room of the Cazenovia Public Library.
