Greater Cazenovia Area Chamber of Commerce Farmers’ Market 

        Rules and Regulations 

The Greater Cazenovia Area Chamber of Commerce Farmers’ Market shall commence in Memorial (Cannon) Park on May 07, 2011 and end no later than November 5, 2011. Hours of operation shall be from 9:00a.m. - 4:00p.m. 

No booths, stands, or other selling fixtures, materials or equipment shall be erected prior to 8:00a.m on Saturdays.  All vendor equipment and materials shall be removed from Cannon Park no later than 5:00pm. The Saturday Farmers’ Market shall be held in Memorial Park. No vendor parking is allowed in front of Memorial Park except to load and unload.  All day parking for Saturday vendors is allowed on the backside of Memorial Park along the street, one vehicle space per vendor. 

Vendors selling fruits; vegetables; honey; maple syrup; eggs; dairy products; plants & flowers; dried flowers; meats; fish; home-canned goods; or baked goods must produce a minimum of 75% of the above mentioned items.  All non-vender produced items for sale at the Farmers’ Market must be labeled as such and place of origin. 

Vendors selling handmade arts & crafts must produce 100% of their products.
No more than two craft vendors of the same type shall be at the market at the same time.  All crafters will be subject to a review committee to be eligible for the entry into the market.  The committee will consist of three members: the Market Manager, one producer vendor, and one current craft vendor.  

All other items not mentioned in this section are prohibited from sale at the Market. The sale of raffle tickets or distribution of brochures or pamphlets of any type will not be permitted except for non-profit vendors.

Non-Profit organizations wishing to participate must first speak with and get approval from Andy Shephard, Market Manager, 655-8639. andys123@windstream.net
Vendors are responsible for obtaining and posting Department of Health or other NYS permits, when necessary, for the sale of their products. Copies of permits must be on file with manager.
All vendors must provide a Certificate of Liability Insurance, naming the Village of Cazenovia and the Greater Cazenovia Area Chamber of Commerce, its Chairman and the collective Board of Directors as additional insured.

Each seasonal permit holder will be assigned a designated space. The space shall remain the same unless the manager deems it necessary to change it due to weather or other unforeseen circumstances.  The vendor must attend all market days unless inclement weather or and emergency.  The vendor must be in place by 9:00AM unless 24 hour advance notification has been given to the manager. The rental space will be taken away if these rules are not followed.   All vendor activities must be conducted in an orderly fashion and their space kept orderly, neat and safe. Each vendor must clean and remove all product material, litter, and debris from their area by 5:00PM each market day. 

The Manager is responsible for enforcing the Farmers’ Market rules and regulations. Any person who is found to have violated or failed to comply with any provision of the GCACC Farmers Market regulations may be subject to revocation of their permit.
